New manual - How to report the substance identity in
IUCLID 5 for registration under REACH

The manual explains how to structure the substance identification information
in IUCLID 5 in accordance with REACH-IT.

The document gives illustrated step-by-step instructions on how to fill in sections 1.1 and 1.2
of IUCLID 5 for specific substance types including:

- Mono-constituent, multi-constituent or UVCB substances;

- Multi-constituent substances for which the individual constituents are registered;

- Hydrates covered by the registration of the corresponding anhydrous substance;

- Well-defined substances for which an acceptable deviation from the naming
conventions in the Guidance for identification and naming of substances under
REACH is applied;

- Isomers; and

- Substances without a specific EC inventorv entrv.

ECHA withdraws Practical Guide 11

ECHA has withdrawn Practical Guide 11: How to address specific substance
identification issues: evaluation of different crystalline forms. This decision is
based on feedback that parts of it were open to misinterpretation and had
caused confusion.

The key question is when is a separate registration necessary if substances have different
crystalline forms — in line with the principle of one substance, one registration. ECHA is
redrafting parts of the Practical Guide to try to remove the ambiguity. The revised guide will
be published shortly.
